“In particular, a highway authority are under
a duty to ensure, so far as is reasonably
practicable, that safe passage along a
highway is not endangered by snow or ice.”

Railways and Transport Safety Act 2003
amended Section 41 Highways Act 1980

Well-maintained Highways (Code of practice) states
Given the scale of financial and other resources involved in ol
delivering the Winter Service it is not reasonable either to: J
- provide the service on all parts of the Network;
- ensure running surfaces are kept free of ice or snow at all , e )

® Guarantee treated roads will always be free from ice or snow
® Treat all of our highway network

® Clear all snow and ice from our extensive network (especially
minor roads and remote areas)

® Treat or clear roads which are not public highway
® Provide salt for private property

® Treat or clear all footways or cycleways

Resilience/emergency planning

« Ensure adequate salt supplies for
their own premises as part of
resilience planning

« Don’t wait for an emergency before
you try and buy salt — it is unlikely to
be available then!

« Have contingency plans for bad
weather if normal services cannot be
delivered

« Listen to weather forecasts and
warnings and take appropriate action

« Avoid travel in very bad weather and
especially overnight
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Act now, be prepared — don'’t leave it too late!
